* Check your ducts leading from your water heater
and furnace. Look for rusting, cracks or holes that would
allow carbon monoxide to escape into the living space.

* Sign up for the Hyper Reach warning system on the
city’s website. It is free and will call your home or cell
phone when an emergency notification is warranted for
your area.
