We have to go through and
photograph everything, decide what trees, bushes, and growth on the property, which houses have
basements. We will look at that avenue in mid-September.

Alderman Ovian: Do you anticipate the demolition to start in October?

Director of Health, Housing & Building Tyler: That will depend upon the companies. Everybody
is so backed up right now, it is taking weeks to have trees taken down and windows put in. There
are no guarantees on, | can’t speak on these actual corporations, I’m sorry. | really have no idea.
But I assume the bids will all be in. The actual start date 1 would not be able to say.

Alderman Ovian: | know you are waiting to do everything all at once, you know when you get all
the titles back and you can get everything worked out. | keep getting questioned about the
properties in Ward 4, and | don’t have any answers, which is the reason I am asking.

Director of Health, Housing & Building Tyler: You should be able to address most of those with
the list that we gave you. (Inaudible) Torn down before Christmas but before October I do not
know. I don’t know how backed up any of the demolition companies are, | can’t speak for that
timeline.

Director of Economic Development, Planning & Zoning, Clifford Cross: With a lounge.

Alderwoman Osthoff: | have not been to the property, inside obviously, just the stipulation that
within the property it has to have a passthrough?

Director of Economic Development, Planning & Zoning, Clifford Cross: No, you have to block
off the second.

Alderwoman Osthoff: Oh, must be removed, | am sorry.
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Director of Economic Development, Planning & Zoning, Clifford Cross: What it is, is when it
came before you there were actually two different request she has a retail operation in one side,
and she wanted to put the event space/lounge on the other side. The concern was, could the
liquor be bleeding over to the retail space as part of that operation. That is why it was requested
to go back to ZBA so we could get clarification within the minutes there of exactly what is going
to be going in there. That is why specifically, the first condition is to enclose the french door in
between the two. They wanted to remove that potential for that to be unlocked so to speak. So,
they removed that, and we made that a condition that that has to be blocked off. It was brought to
the attention of the ZBA during that meeting that most likely that would have had to been
blocked off anyway because of the two different occupancy classifications between the two and
the Chief could probably tell you this better than me but there are Fire Code ratings that require
firewall separation between two different occupancy classes. She is really doing what she was
going to have to do, but I think they decided to go ahead and put it in the conditions just so it is
in the record.

Alderwoman Eros: Was it also discussed about gaming in there?

Director of Economic Development, Planning & Zoning, Clifford Cross: You can’t have gaming,
well there was discussion about gaming in there, unfortunately, when you add liquor license you
do get the ability, Garrett correct me on this, but | think the only thing that prohibits gaming if
you have a liquor license is (inaudible). I know gas stations, or Truck Stops can have gaming.

City Attorney Hoerner: But you still have to derive more that 50% of your revenue from non-
gaming.

Director of Economic Development, Planning & Zoning, Clifford Cross: So that would be
contingent upon how much sales she does in there in the terms of liquor and then if it is more
than 50% of her sales tax generated revenue, in other words if it is 51% and 49% from gaming
you theoretically could have gaming in there.

Alderwoman Eros: | just don’t want it to become a gaming parlor.

City Attorney Hoerner: And we cover that with the Ordinance that requires that you have more
than 50% of your revenue from non-gaming use.

City Attorney Hoerner: One more thing, City Engineer Elkott can describe certain things that is

emerging in nature to the address of a city street near 4200 Country Club Acres that has had a road
collapse and the road is currently closed. This is not something that was able to be put on the
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agenda due to the timing of it. But section 34.005 (B)6 provides for emergency purchases above
$25,000 may be made in order to protect life, health, or safety of the citizens, those permitted to
purchase emergency materials shall be department heads, and they will be required to submit a
record of emergency purchases.

Because this is an emergency, and there is a fear of continual collapse,
further collapse the City Engineer has asked me for my opinion for whether or not he can do
something on an emergency basis | cited this section, | believe that he can but since we were
scheduled for the meeting | wanted to provide this for informational purposes and then ultimately
whatever expenditure would be made on the emergency basis would be approved by ratification
of the City Council, but I thought we would take this opportunity since we are here for our City
Engineer to just describe the issue to you so you are fully informed of what is happening.

City Engineer Elkott: (Inaudible) thousand-year storm so and you haven’t had one before you hired
me so we, this storm exacerbated the problem that we have in the underbelly of this (inaudible) it
sucks the dirt and a cavern under the road it falls in. We have had three events like this that were
urgent we took it over to Streets & Grades and through Council. Sometimes it is unwise for me to
wait (inaudible) This particular one has a hole the size of a car, underneath it. By good fortune that
we did not have a car or school bus fall into the hole. The way that we stumbled upon this, wasn’t
us, it was the Stookey Highway Commissioner that called me, and he wasn’t sure if it was his or
ours, if it was his, he was about to leave the country. He shut the road down and contacted us, and
it belongs to us unfortunately. | can’t really wait for Streets and Grades, (inaudible) without your
call, hence we are working on it. This is not going to be the last, I can assure you of that | know
enough (inaudible) that there will be other events that will be as bad as this. It just so happens that
I am lucky enough to be able to talk with Garrett (inaudible).

Alderman Randle: Sal, you are saying that this is storm related because there is a number of houses
that are impacted by mine subsidence over there as well.

City Engineer Elkott: Your question is it storm related or is it mine subsidence? | was not out
there, | looked at the whole, investigated downstream it is one of those cases where the bottom of
the mine gets augered out.

Alderman Randle: So, we are talking about the same type of situation that occurred on Westbury?
City Engineer Elkott: Yes, except this is under the road. Pedestrian and cars are (inaudible)
Alderman Randle: What is the plan for the fix?

City Engineer Elkott: We have already started to speak with one of our contractors (inaudible) and
we hope to excavate down, | think it is nearly ten feet down, rip the pipe out of the ground and
replace it with another pipe and backfill the road to match. There are other challenges about the
way it was designed (inaudible) history we will keep it as is with this fix. If you are interested in
finding out how much money | will be brave enough to share with you, my estimate is $50,000
ticket. Once they get started, we don’t know if the wall will fall in or other challenges they may
have as we stand here, give, or take $2,000.

Alderman Anthony: Is that a storm drain sewer which we are talking?
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City Engineer Elkott: It is a storm drain sewer. What happens is the bottom of it, and this is under
the whole City and our neighboring cities very, very, very serious problem. | have taken action
through this elected body to fix a lot of these problems. The bottom of the whole sewer blows out,
and the rain starts washing away the bottom and then when the sewer starts surcharging,
pressurizing, storm sewers are not supposed to run under pressure, the pressure loosens the soil,
when the surcharge goes away it sucks all of the dirt back into it and it washes down. (Inaudible)

Alderman Anthony: Does that fall under sewer funds?

City Engineer Elkott: We are using ARPA funds, initially we could not use them for these purposes
and then they became more forgiving, and we can use these funds to fix our City anyway that we
see fit. This is not a (inaudible) combined sewer this is a road crossing culvert that has certainly
sunk. (Inaudible)

Director of Wastewater, Randy Smith: This is solely storm related, it is just one of those things,
you have an aging infrastructure, and it is taking its toll. You don’t know about these storm sewers
until they collapse. That is the sad part.

Alderman Anthony: We are looking at using the ARPA funds?

City Engineer Elkott: That is correct. | have copied Ms. Maitret with the email to make sure that
everybody is informed about what we are doing. We used ARPA funds to fix the other timing
problem that came before you on Westbury.

City Attorney Hoerner: | just wanted to inform the Council on what was going on, we will ratify
the expenditure.

§ 3.1-50-10. Fixing salaries. The corporate authorities of a municipality may fix the salaries of all municipal officers and
employees in the annual appropriation or budget ordinance. They may fix the salary of all officers who hold elective office
for a definite term in an ordinance other than the appropriation or budget ordinance. The salaries that are fixed in the annual
appropriation ordinance shall neither be increased nor diminished during the fiscal year for which the appropriation is made.
The salaries that are fixed by ordinance for those officers who hold elective office for a definite term shall neither be increased
nor diminished during that term and shall be fixed at least 180 days before the beginning of the terms of the officers whose
compensation is to be fixed.

This agreement made this 19" day of September, 2022 by and between the City of Belleville, Illinois

WHEREAS, Chelar Tool & Die, Inc. intends on investing a minimum of $4,460,000.00 to complete
the construction of a new 15,000 square foot manufacturing facility located at 1300 East ‘A’ St. in Belleville
(the "Project™), and;

A. Invest no less than $4,460,000.00 for the construction of a 15,000 square foot manufacturing facility and
associated capital equipment located at 1300 East ‘A’ St. no later than December 31, 2023; and,

B. Retain seventy-three (73) FTE jobs, and;

C. Create three (3) FTE jobs within the first year of operation, and;

D. Creation three (3) additional FTE jobs within the second year of operation, and;

E. Chelar Tool & Die, Inc. and any heirs and/or successors shall remain and operate at the site for no less than
ten (10) years, and,;

F. Compliance with all existing and applicable Federal, State, County and Local laws and ordinances.

Penalties

In the event that Chelar Tool & Die, Inc.fails to meet its obligations under Sections (A), (B), (C),
(D), (E) or (F) of the section entitled "Responsibilities of Chelar Tool & Die, Inc." of the Development
Agreement, all public funds provided under (1) of the section entitled "Responsibilities of the City of
Belleville" received to date as per the Development Agreement from the City of Belleville shall be repaid to
the City of Belleville and all remaining amounts to be provided if any, shall be terminated.

Miscellaneous

1. Entire Agreement. This Agreement and any written amendments hereto shall constitute the entire
agreement between the parties. Neither party shall be bound by any terms, conditions, statements or
representatives, not herein contained.

All previous negotiations, statements and
preliminary agreements by the parties or their representatives are merged in this Agreement.

Itis understood and agreed by the parties hereto that if any part, term, or provision of this
Agreement is held by a court of law to be illegal or in conflict with any law of the State of Illinois, the
validity of the remaining portions or provisions shall not be affected, and the rights and obligations of
the parties shall be construed and enforced as if the Agreement did not contain the particular part, term
or provision held to be invalid.




3. Notices. Notices, or other communications required or which may be given under this Agreement
shall be in writing, and delivered either personally, or by certified or registered mail, to the addresses
indicated for each party below after their respective signatures, or to such other address as designated
by a party similar notice to the other party. Date of notice shall be the date of delivery in the case of
delivered notice or the date of posting in the mail in the case of mail notice.

4. Signage. Agree to allow City to place on the premises a sign indicating financial assistance has been
provided by the City of Belleville for a minimum of fifteen (15) days each before and after opening of
the facility.

Disposition of storm water runoff from buildings, paved areas, and ground surfaces and indicating
surface grades and elevations, catch basins, underground storm drains and their grades and
elevations outfalls, headwalls, and specifications and drainage calculations.

All public utilites and their easements indicating sizes, lines, grades and types/specifications all
conforming to the appropriate City Codes.

Landscape planting, clearly identified, showing locations, type and size.
All zoning setback requirements and sight lines.
Name and seal of architect, engineer, or land surveyor preparing the site plan.

All site plans shall be drawn to an appropriate scale on a sheet or sheets whose dimensions do not
exceed twenty-four (24) inches by thirty-two (32) inches.

There shall be a key map showing the location of the property reference to government survey
section lines and major streets.

Site plans for residential lots in Zoning Classifications can be exempted from the requirement for
preparation under a professional seal, but they shall be suitable for the purpose intended and as
determined by the Director of Economic Development and Planning.

(D) All features and elements of the site plan required by
this Section shall in all respects conform to all applicable provisions of the Codes and Ordinances of
the City of Belleville. (Ord. No. 6138; 05-01-00)

(E) All refuse, grease containers and compacting equipment shall
be stored within a designated refuse enclosure. The container lids shall be kept closed at all times.
The enclosure shall be used strictly for the confinement of refuse, grease containers and compacting
equipment and shall not be used for the outside storage of any other materials or equipment. The
gate shall be maintained in the closed position, except when the enclosure contents are removed and
replaced. Maintenance of the enclosure shall be the responsibility of the owner of the property. All

new disposal enclosures shall require a permit. Disposal enclosures shall be required for all multi-
family residential buildings containing four (4) or more dwelling units, all buildings in the commercial
districts and all buildings in the industrial districts. Said enclosures shall be required for only new
construction and for properties on which the building size has been increased by fifty percent (50%).
In the event that three (3) citations are issued for a nuisance for any dumpster, within any one (1)
year period, the owner of the property on which the dumpster is located shall comply with the
requirement set forth in Section 162.504(E) within one (1) year of the date of the citation was issued.
(Ord. No. 7527; 10-03-11)

A site plan prepared in accordance with the provisions outlined in Section 162.504 of the City Code of
Ordinances, as well as enclosure plans and specifications and a building permit application shall be
required to be approved before the construction of a new disposal enclosure.

All enclosures shall screen from view on three (3) sides all refuse disposal areas. Construction of
the enclosure shall be of low-maintenance sight-proof materials such as a solid commercial grade
wood, composite wood, stone, brick, vinyl or other approved material as determined by the Building
Commissioner or his or her designee. The materials of which the enclosure is constructed shall
conform to the primary building materials of the principal building on the lot. The materials of which
the enclosure is constructed shall conform to the primary building materials of the principal building
on the lot. (Ord. No. 7200; 11-03-08)

On the fourth side a gate shall be constructed so that all containers may easily be removed and
replaced when emptied. The gate shall be secured with a post that inserts into a pipe embedded into
the pavement to ensure the gate’s stability and proper placement when closing. The gate shall be
constructed of low maintenance sight proof materials such as vinyl, composite wood, chain link
vinyl/composite wood slats added to effectively screen the dumpster.

The enclosure walls shall not exceed seven (7) feet nor be less than six (6) feet in height. The
minimum size and/or minimum number of refuse enclosures shall be sufficient to hold all refuse and
recycling containers of two (2) cubic yards in volume or more, and grease containers of any size.

There shall be three four (4) inch concrete bollards, minimum thirty-six (36) inches in height placed
inside the back wall of the enclosure to ensure that the enclosure is not damaged by the placement of
the dumpster too near the wall. See Exhibit A. (Ord. No. 7527; 10-03-11)

There shall be four (4) latch pin receivers located so that the gate is able to be held in the open and
closed position. See Exhibit A.

The enclosure shall be constructed on a concrete pad four (4) inches thick and large enough to
extend six (6) feet beyond the enclosure to allow the wheels of the collection vehicle to rest upon a
stable surface for service which shall be a minimum of six (6) inches thick concrete, and to prevent
damage to the lot. (Ord. No. 7527; 10-03-11)

The minimum access required shall be the amount of road area needed for a standard size disposal
truck to gain access to and from the disposal area.

Any existing enclosure that becomes damaged to an extent determined by the building commissioner
or his or her designee must be replaced in conformance with the provisions of this Section.

Dumpsters, trash receptacles, and other containers utilized for food waste shall be emptied twice
weekly cleaned (sanitized and deodorized) regularly. Odor complaints shall be handled as a
nuisance under Section 93.002 of the City Code of Ordinances.

Roll-off trash or compactor type trash receptacles may be utilized for commercial establishments
within strip or shopping center developments and shall be placed within service areas of the property

that are restricted to delivery and service vehicle traffic. Such containers shall not be required to be
enclosed. However, they shall be visually screened at grade from adjoining properties utilizing
materials such as a densely planted hedge, berm complete with landscape plantings, or screening
wall.

Roll-off trash receptacles or dumpsters utilized during active construction or demolition of structures
and which are limited to the duration of the project shall be exempt from enclosure/screening
requirements.

Enclosures shall be of adequate size to allow for removal and replacement of refuse containers by a
trash hauler.

The enclosures shall not be located in any front yard or public right-of-way or obscure visibility of
vehicles entering or exiting the subject property or immediately adjacent property. Dumpsters located
on a corner lot shall be placed behind the building line of subject property and the immediate adjacent
property.

Enclosures shall be maintained and structurally sound, free of deterioration, and shall be kept in a
sanitary condition so as not to pose a threat to the health and safety of the public. Any enclosure
surface or screening component that is damaged, deteriorated, decaying, disintegrating, or which has
otherwise lost its capability to effectively enclose/screen, shall be replaced or repaired.(Ord. No.
7174; 08-18-08)
