Stewart Lannert: Just a short message about Pledge of Allegiance, I am sure sooner or later one half 
of one percent of the people will object to and we will have to do away with that, here is what I would 
like to read; I am still upset about the one million dollar cash only bond for thirty-three days in the 
County Jail, no one came close to being hurt, a gun battle about two years ago on North Charles, two 
drug dealers got into a gun battle and forty to fifty bullets were flying all over the neighborhood, peoples 
houses were hit, people were sitting there watching TV bullets came flying through their window, no 
jail time or fine, twenty months probation. Several young kids that got killed in Belleville by stray 
bullets flying in their houses, (inaudible) poor way for Belleville to get its finances in order - - -  
Mayor Gregory: Stewart, this is not on the agenda this evening. 
Stewart Lannert: Well I know that - -  
Mayor Gregory: If you would like to finish, you only have about one minute left. 
Stewart Lannert: Then all the Union School Teachers hate me, I don’t know what brought that on. 
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Melinda Hult: For the past three plus decades my husband and I have lived at 421 East C Street. It is 
time for us to move on and sell it to somebody younger who can take better care of it. Before I start I 
will tell you I am a firm believer in old adage, if it ain’t broke, don’t fix it. My problems started when 
the buyers sent their own inspector and said I had mold in my basement, something the City did not 
catch, but nevertheless I had that abated, cost me $1,780. When the City did send their inspectors, they 
were very polite but asked zero questions. In an old house, nothing is standard. I barely caught one of 
the workmen from cutting a hole in the wall that did not need to be there, because it is normal to assume 
that the pipe ran from one direction, but in fact it ran in the other and that work did not need to be done. 
I have my reports from the City what I need to have fixed. This is the plumbing that they are already 
working on it, it has cost me nearly $5,000, it ain’t broke, but I am fixing it to make the City happy. 
This is my electric report from the City. Glaenzer called me before I signed the contract and they said 
are you sitting down? $12,800 to fix something that ain’t broke. This is the mechanical report from the 
City. I have had multiple people over to look at that. Part of the problem is nobody actually wants to 
cut a hole in my roof, which the City is requiring. This is a picture from when I moved in of the hot 
water heater, it has been there since at least the 1980s. I have a copy of the census from the 1940s when 
my house was three apartments. There has been a hot water heater in that place for probably seventy-
five years with no problems, however, the City is now mandating to cut a hole in my roof, which has 
rubber roofing by the way, to fix this problem that doesn’t exists. I am here today to implore you to put 
in an appeals process for the inspection and also to put in a waiver process that uses common sense, 
because truly, if it ain’t broke you don’t need to fix it.

AGREEMENT 

This AGREEMENT entered into this ___ day of _____ 2023, by and between 

_________ , hereinafter referred to as "the City" and St. Clair County Transit District, 

hereinafter refe1Ted to as "the District". 

WHEREAS, public safety and security of transit riders in _________ is a primary 

concern of the City and District; and 

WHEREAS, the District is in need of on premises police services to increase said public safety 

and security through the year; and 

WHEREAS, the District wishes to contract with the City for police officers to increase public 

safety and security. 

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises of the parties set forth 

hereinafter, it is agreed by and between the parties hereto as follows: 

1. This Agreement shall become effective ______ . This contract may at any time be

terminated by either party upon (30) thirty days written notice.

2. The District shall pay the City for the services provided by the Police Depattment, at a rate

that will be equivalent to the ove1time rate of the officer assigned, which is as indicated

in Exhibit 'A', attached hereto.

3. The City shall furnish police officers, on a voluntary basis, to provide police services to the

District at its location within the City, which includes the Transit parking lot, bus loading

area light rail platform, and Transit vehicles. The City will also provide a police vehicle for

the officer, if a vehicle is available.

4. In case a sufficient number of police officers are not available or if an emergency should

arise requiring police officers to be called to duty by the City, the City shall reserve the

right to withdraw said officers at any time. However, the District will not be responsible



for paying officers when withdrawn by the City. The City will notify the District 

immediately as is reasonable when an officer is removed from the scheduled shift. The 

District will provide the City with the processes for said notification. 

5. To achieve heightened police visibility and security, the ove1iime City officer shall provide

enhanced visibility through the use of a fully marked City police vehicle, if a vehicle is

available and full police uniform in compliance with the policies and directives of the City.

The overtime officer shall prioritize visibility by patrolling the totality of the assigned

property through a balanced approach utilizing both the marked City police vehicle, if

available and foot patrols. The District recognizes that the MetroLink Task Force

prioritizes the train and platform law enforcement function, to include criminal

investigations, arrests and case preparation; however, the overtime officer shall provide

occasional platform foot patrols in their overall patrol of the assigned property. As it

relates to on-view platform or train criminal incidents, the ove1iime officer shall provide

scene stabilization and evidence preservation until the MetroLink Task Force arrives on

scene.

All scheduling of overtime officers shall be coordinated by the Commander of the 

MetroLink Task Force in St. Clair County, in consultation and collaboration with Bi-State 

Development's Director of Security and the participating police agency. 

6. The City, in entering this Agreement with the District assumes no liability for nor does it

insure against any adverse incidences or subsequent consequences that may occur during

the Agreement period.

7. The District agrees to indemnify the City from all loss, expense or damage arising out of

claims or suits relating to the sole negligent acts or omissions of the District, its officers,

agents, or employees, while the said City's officers, agents, or employees are engaged in

performance of their duties on the premises of the business.



Nothing contained herein shall require the District to indemnify the City for alleged 

negligent acts or omissions of the City, its officers, agents, or employees nor shall any provision 

contained herein abrogate the right of the District to seek protection of any state or federal law 

providing for the apportionment of damage or loss between joint or concurrent tort-feasors, and 

the District shall be entitled to recover its reasonable attorney's fees incurred in the defense of 

any action against it arising out of the negligent acts or omissions of the City's officers, agents, 

or employees. 

The City agrees to indemnify the District from all loss, expense or damage arising out of 

claims or suits relating to the sole negligent acts or omissions of the City, its officers, agents, or 

employees, while said City's officers, agents, or employees are engaged in the performance of 

their duties. 

Nothing contained herein shall require the City to indemnify the District alleged negligent 

acts or omissions of the District, its officers, agents, or employees, nor shall any provision 

contained herein abrogate the right of the City to seek protection of any state or federal law 

providing for the apportionment of damage or loss between joint or concurrent tort-feasors. 

Notwithstanding the above the officer of the City is a City employee. The City shall be 

responsible for providing health insurance and workers compensation insurance for the 

employee.

CLIENT/OWNER’s interests before CLIENT/OWNER takes action or 

forebears to take action based upon or relying upon the services 

provided by ENGINEER. 

7. SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS 

CLIENT/OWNER and ENGINEER, respectively, bind themselves, 

their partners, successors, assigns, and legal representatives to the 

covenants of this Agreement.  Neither CLIENT/OWNER nor

ENGINEER will assign, sublet, or transfer and interest in this 

Agreement or claims arising therefrom without the written consent of 

the other. 

8. RE-USE OF DOCUMENTS 

All documents, including all reports, drawings, specifications, 

computer software or other items prepared or furnished by ENGINEER 

pursuant to this Agreement, are instruments of service with respect to 

the project.  ENGINEER retains ownership of all such documents. 

CLIENT/OWNER may retain copies of the documents for its

information and reference in connection with the project; however, 

none of the documents are intended or represented to be suitable for 

reuse by CLIENT/OWNER or others on extensions of the project or on 

any other project.  Any reuse without written verification or adaptation 

by ENGINEER for the specific purpose intended will be at 

CLIENT/OWNER’s sole risk and without liability or legal exposure to 

ENGINEER, and CLIENT/OWNER will define, indemnify and hold 

harmless ENGINEER from all claims, damages, losses and expenses, 

including attorney’s fees, arising or resulting therefrom.

9. TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT

notice, if the other party substantially fails to fulfill its obligations under 

the Agreement through no fault of the terminating party.  Furthermore, 

CLIENT/OWNER may terminate this Agreement for its convenience 

and without cause by giving no less than ten (10) business days written 

notice to ENGINEER.

11. INVOICES 

ENGINEER will submit invoices for services rendered and 

CLIENT/OWNER will make prompt payments in response to 

ENGINEER’s invoices.  ENGINEER will retain receipts for 

reimbursable expenses in general accordance with rules pertaining to

the support of expenditures for income tax purposes.  Receipts will be 

available for inspection by CLIENT/OWNER’s auditors upon request.

are not paid within thirty (30) calendar days from the date of the 

invoice.  In the event undisputed portions of ENGINEER’s invoices are 

not paid when due, ENGINEER also reserves the right, after seven (7) 

business days prior written notice, to suspend the performance of its 

services until all past due amounts have been paid in full. 

12. CHANGES 

The parties agree that no change or modification to the Agreement, or 

Task Order, or any attachments hereto, shall have any force or effect 

unless the change is reduced to writing, dated, and made part of the 

Task Order.  The execution of the change shall be authorized and signed 

in the same manner as this Agreement.  Adjustments in the period of 

services and in compensation shall be in accordance with applicable 

paragraphs and sections of the Task Order.  Any proposed fees by 

ENGINEER are estimates to perform the services required to complete 

the project as ENGINEER understands it to be defined.  For those

projects involving conceptual or process development services, 

activities often are not fully definable in the time of performance and 

compensation scope and adjustments to the time of performance and 

compensation can be made as required.

In connection with the services under the Agreement, ENGINEER

agrees to comply with the applicable provisions of federal and state

Equal Employment Opportunity, and other employment, statutes and

regulations. 

15. HAZARDOUS MATERIALS 

CLIENT/OWNER represents to ENGINEER that, to the best of its 

knowledge, no hazardous materials are present at the project site. 

However, in the even hazardous materials are known to be present, 

CLIENT/OWNER represents that to the best of its knowledge it has 

disclosed to ENGINEER the existence of all such hazardous materials, 

including but not limited to asbestos, PCB’s, petroleum, hazardous 

waste, or radioactive material located at or near the project site, 

including type, quantity and location of such hazardous materials.  It is

acknowledged by both parties that ENGINEER’s scope of services do

Because of its standing as a professional design firm, the ENGINEER 

has complete control over graphic content and presentation of all 

studies, reports, and all other documents produced under this

agreement.

The Public Health and Housing Committee 
shall consist of five eight Aldermen and one representative from the Southwestern 
Illinois Board of Realtors (SIBR). The Finance, Economic Development and 
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Annexation Committee, Police and Fire, Master Sewer, Streets and Grades, Public 
Health and Housing, and Ordinance and Legal Review committees shall consist of 
one Alderman from each ward. 
 
   (C)   The Mayor shall be ex-officio member of all committees. 
 
   (D)   Notices to the members of the different committees of the Council, and 
notices to all other persons, whose attendance may be required before any such 
committee when so directed by the Chairperson thereof, shall be served by the 
Chief of Police.

ORDINANCE  NO. 9262-2024 
 

AN ORDINANCE ENACTING AND ADOPTING A SUPPLEMENT TO 
THE CODE OF ORDINANCES FOR THE CITY OF BELLEVILLE, IL 

AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY. 
 

WHEREAS, American Legal Publishing Corporation of Cincinnati, Ohio, has 
completed the S-13 Supplement to the Code of Ordinances of the City of Belleville, 
Illinois, which supplement contains all ordinances of a general and permanent nature 
enacted since the prior supplement to the Code of Ordinances of the City; and 

WHEREAS, American Legal Publishing Corporation has recommended the 
revision or addition of certain sections of the Code of Ordinances which are based on or 
make reference to sections of the Illinois code; and

Section 1. That the S-13 Supplement to the Code of Ordinances of the City of Belleville, 
Illinois, as submitted by American Legal Publishing Corporation of Cincinnati, Ohio, and 
as attached hereto, be and the same is hereby adopted by reference as if set out in its 
entirety. 

 
Section 2. Such supplement shall be deemed published as of the day of its adoption and 
approval by the City Council and the Clerk of Belleville, Illinois, is hereby authorized and 
ordered to insert such supplement into the copy of the Code of Ordinances kept on file in the 
Office of the Clerk. 

Section 3. This ordinance is declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the 
immediate preservation of the peace, health, safety and general welfare of the people of 
this municipality, and shall take effect at the earliest date provided by law.
