The parade is non-political. Only current elected officials will be invited to march in the parade. NO
political signage or campaigning is permitted.

We ask that all decorations or music be consistent with the intent of the parade.
Police will be positioned throughout the parade for safety of those in parade, as well as observers.

Parade Marshals will be present during the line-up. Parade Marshals will assign a
location/position for your entry upon arrival, please follow their instructions.

Upon receipt and approval of parade applications, all entries will be assigned a line-up number and
receive further instructions after approval of entry.

All units are asked to maintain the pace set by the lead unit and keep a distance of no more than thirty
feet between units.

Please be aware of any overhead obstructions along the parade route when constructing floats. Floats
should be no higher than 15 feet. Consider passenger safety when constructing your floats.

We ask that all materials to be handed-out to observers respect the intent of the parade.
Each unit is responsible for the safety of their passengers.

If animals are involved with your unit, please clean-up all waste during line-up and parade route.
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
